Act one is based on the stories of four women who
are closely related to the dancers on stage, whilst
the second act is based on the diaries of a sixteen
year old girl. She is now an 82 year old woman
who generously shared her thoughts and experi-
ences with the choreographer and dancers.

British composer Nathaniel Reed, whose evocative
music infuses the performance with melody and
atmosphere. “l wish her well” is an intricate perfor-
mance, combining storytelling, acrobatic elements
and high tempo energy. It is a stunning production
that seeks to move and engage.
